Share Size
Big City Farms shares are divided into two sizes, Large Share and Small Share. With the amount of growing space we have available, we estimate a total of 50 shares available in 2011. In order to provide the best shares possible, we have restricted the specific amounts to 35 Large Shares and 30 Small Shares. If you have a strong preference on your share size, you are encouraged to apply as early as possible. 

A Large Share is designed to provide enough weekly vegetables for a family of four or two vegetable-loving adults. A Small Share is intended for smaller households, those who only cook occasionally or those who want to start sampling local produce. 

Share Prices
We encourage CSA members to select their own price from within a price range from Market Rate to Fair Wage Rate. The Market Rate is set at an amount that will allow Big City Farms to operate and compete on price in the Indianapolis-area CSA market. The Fair Wage Rate is calculated against our time and expenses and reflects what we view to be a fair wage compensation for the time and work we put into Big City Farms.

Our intention with the price range is not to guilt members into paying more, but to allow members to self-identify their comfortable price point in relation to their weekly vegetable budget. We thank you profusely, whatever amount you choose to pay.
